G60% of soya (84kha) grown in 3 counties (total of 140 kha GM soya in 2006)

G Cultivated especially by professional growers with + 500 ha of farmland

Roundup Ready Soya

ĔOne of the first GMO crops registered for cultivation in Europe (1999)

ĔVery rapid uptake and penetration

ĔRomania was a leader in agricultural biotech plantings

EU accession of Romania ï1 January 2007: STOP RR SOYBEANS CULTIVATION

ĔDuring accession talks, NO TRANSITION requested by Govôtto continue GM soy
cultivation
